BENJAMIN H. SCATCHARD was born in 1865 in Lambeth, Surrey (now part of London) U.K.   He emigrated to the U.S. to Brooklyn, NY in 1883 with his brother John Benjamin Thomas Scatchard.   There he met and married Clara E. Allen (b.1865 d.1929).   Sometime later the couple moved west to Yakama, Washington.   He was a farmer.  The couple had no chidren and Benjamin died in 1945 at the age of 80.

CARRIE SCATCHARD was born in 1850 in the UK.    She emigrated to  Dresden, Ohio (just north of Zanesville) in 1882 with her son, Harry W. in tow.

Shortly thereafter, on 18 Jul 1893, in Cuyahoga, OH she married David Taylor, 3 years her junior.    He was born in the UK also and immigrated to Ohio the  same year.   In the 1910 census they turn up in Leaksville, NC where David worked in a woolen mill.    Neither was in the 1920 census but no death date found for either one.

HARRY W.  SCATCHARD   was born in Elland, York, UK in  1871.   He did not live with his parents but with an uncle named Albert Sykes in Huddersfield, York.   Harry emigrated to the United States  in 1882 at the age of 11 with his mother, Carrie Scatchard (above).    He became a spinner in a woolen mill and married Edith M. Field (b. 1877) in 1905 when he was 34 and she 28.  They rented a house in Bridgeton, Maine.   Harry died in 1920 at age 49.   The 1930 census shows Edith as a widow, working in a woolen mill with no children.   She died at age 63 in 1940 in Bridgeton.  
HARRIOT GREEN SCATCHARD was the widow of Samuel Scatchard (b. 1812 in St. Patrick, Leeds, UK)   Before he died they had three children in the UK;  Margaret b. 1849, John b. 1851 and Charlotte Ann b. 1852.   In 1860 Harriot and her oldest daughter Margaret (below) emigrated to the US to Salt Lake City, UT.  Harriot was working in the home of Governor Alfred Cumming when she met her second husband, John Hopla.  They had one daughter, Catherine Green Hopla b. 1861.  In 1868 they moved from Salt Lake City to Spanish Fork, UT.

MARGARET E. SCATCHARD b. 1849 married William W. Chisholm (b. 1848 in UK) around 1867 in Utah.   He was a lumber dealer in Spanish Fork.   They had 5 children;  Margaret b. 1869,   Harriet b. 1871, Samuel S. b. 1873 d. 1875  (2 years old);  Elizabeth b. 1876 and Elenora b. 1879 d. 1951.     

MARY SCATCHARD SAGE  b. a1856.   She married William Sage (b. 24 Jan 1848 a native of Exeter England) at Berkhead, Cheshire, UK in 4Q of 1885.    They had 2 children:  William Sage Jr. and Mary Sage.    Sometime later the family emigrated to Canada.  William died on 18 May 1916 while Mary died on 21 Dec 1924.  Both are interred at the United Church Cemetery in Stanstead County, QC.     The are the only known Scatchards buried in Canada.
