Robert E. Scatchard, 83, of Lake of the Woods died Tuesday, Jan. 23, 2007, at the University of Virginia Medical Center in Charlottesville.

Born in Morristown, N.J., Mr. Scatchard graduated from Dover High School in 1940. He flew Army Air Corps B-17s in England during World War II.

He earned a bachelor's degree in architecture from Rensselaer Polytechnic Institute in Troy, N.Y., on the G.I. Bill. As a member of the National Guard, he was called back to serve in Korea as an aerial artillery observer and was discharged with the rank of captain.

He went to work for AT&T and became the building engineer for construction in the Mid-Atlantic states. He later earned his Master of Science degree in special studies from George Washington University in 1977.

He was sent to Iran as a building engineer in 1978 and a year later, he and his wife were evacuated to Greece after the shah left. They traveled through Asia and the South Pacific for the next six weeks on the way home to Virginia.

He retired from AT&T after 37 years of service. In 1982, he was hired by Contel to build micro-wave towers in Egypt, where they lived for two years and traveled in Africa on safari. He and his wife moved to Lake of the Woods, where they lived for the past 27 years. He was active in the sailing and diving clubs and various committees there.

Mr. Scatchard is survived by his wife of 60 years, Doris M. Scatchard; one daughter, Sandra S. Scott of Fredericksburg; two sons, Daniel R. Scatchard and his wife, Kathy, of Fredericksburg, and Glenn P. Scatchard and his wife, Dianne, of Mathews; and nine grandchildren.

He was the son of the late Elmer A. and Bertha F. Scatchard.

A memorial service will be held at Johnson Funeral Home, Locust Grove, at 1 p.m. Monday, Jan. 29.
